Selection.Criteria

Each master program has a Selection Committee, which will rank student
applications according with students”:

2. Economic situation, personal situation and scholarship statement of the
candidate, granted or applied for economic reasons, properly accredited
and other postgraduate studies. The recognized prestige of the university
where the student was enrolled for his or her previous studies may be
taken into consideration, as well as the expenses associated with travel
and / or accommodation of the students.

These scholarships are compatible with any other type of scholarship, subsidy,
or financial aid of the same nature, unless if the sum of both implies an amount
higher than the tuition fee of the program.
